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Grassroots grants

This grant is designed to help build thriving local communities, bringing people from different backgrounds
together and empowering them to tackle local issues and achieve change. The funding is from the Office of
the Third Sector and is managed nationally by the Community Development Foundation.

Grants will be awarded for between £250 and £5,000 to community groups with an income of less than
£20,000 a year.

Your group / organisation must have been active in your local area for at least 1 year before you apply, with
an annual income of less than £20,000. (This can relate to your last financial year or be taken as an average
over your last three financial years.)

This is a three year programme.
Local community groups should apply directly to their local funder who will be able to advise regarding

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Round 3 of the Parenting Fund - now open to applications

This fund is managed by the Family and Parenting Institute (FPI) on behalf of the Department for Children,
Families and Schools (DCSF). The fund is designed to build and strengthen the work that the voluntary and
community sector does with parents.

Grants will be awarded for a 24-month period for projects starting in April 2009. Grants will be awarded to
charities and “not for profit” organisations undertaking parenting support work where parents, families and
children face significant challenges.

23 localities have been identified as eligible for funding. Of those 23 the London boroughs of Southwark,
Croydon, Greenwich and Hackney are included.

Fund aims:

To do more for parents who have been less well served in the past. For example: Black and Ethnic
Minority parents, parents with mental health problems, families living with conflict, parents with
disabilities or who have children with a disability

Strengthen the network of services in the voluntary sector that support parents in bringing up their
children

Highlight and promote good practices so that they can be used by all family and parent support
services.

The key features of the third round of the Parenting Fund are:

Promoting social inclusion and improving access to services and support for less well-served
communities. (Working with teenage parents is implicit across the criteria)

Funded projects are expected to deliver learning and outcomes that can be picked up nationally.
Organisations may apply to work in and across a nhumber of localities.

Applications for the Parenting Fund should fall within the following broad criteria:

Strengthen existing parental couple relationships, whether parents live together or apart, and assist
separated/divorced parents who are in conflict to better work together in order to minimise the
impact of the poor parental relationship on their child or children, and so improve outcomes for those
children

Strengthen family relationships in families where parental behaviours compromise family wellbeing,
for example where parents are substance/alcohol misusers, have significant mental health problems
or live with high degrees of conflict and distress

Promote active and positive fatherhood, with particular emphasis on engaging fathers in their
children’s learning and development

Promote inclusion and equality by enabling the take up of existing services by disadvantaged,
vulnerable, ‘hard to reach’ and less well served communities

Work to support families of offenders to improve the life chances of their children.

Offer effective interventions for parents whose children are vulnerable to gang membership, or
carrying knives and guns so as to prevent the children committing criminal behaviours in the future
Promote stronger family relationships and improved parental confidence and skills through
intergenerational activity.

Diversity
The Fund strongly encourages applications from organisations representing diverse communities and people
with special needs.

Grant size
The amount applied for must be at least £50,000 for the two-year period. There is no upper limit.

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Community Grants

Community Grants is a new programme which will support small third sector organisations in reaching
excluded individuals who face barriers to employment. The grant aims to support quality outreach provision,
providing a stepping stone for unemployed and economically inactive participants to find employment or
progress to further learning. It is funded by the London Development Agency and the European Social Fund.

Grants of up to £12,000 may be awarded. Grants cannot be given to individuals.
Organisations which may be supported include:

Social enterprises
Registered charities

Voluntary and community organisations supporting refugees, women, children, families, disabled and
other disadvantaged groups.

Key Target Groups

People with disabilities and health conditions

Lone parents

People belonging to ethnic minority groups experiencing most disadvantage in the labour market
Women

People aged over 50

Young people aged 19 to 24 who are not in education, employment or training

Eligibility Criteria
Organisations will need to meet the full eligibility criteria, including:

No more than 2 full time paid staff or the equivalent

The organisation must have a bank account in the organisation's name with a minimum of 2 signatories
Organisations must not have received ESF funding before (except as a Fast Forward Grant)

Local authority services, departments or projects, other than museums and galleries.

National Health Service services, departments or projects.

Schools, colleges and universities.

Faith groups.

Voluntary organisations which are not arts organisations.

Government announces stiffer penalties for cannabis possession

People caught carrying cannabis for a second time can now face an on-the-spot fine of £80 instead of a
warning. The drug will be up-graded to Class B from January 2009

This was announced alongside a Parliamentary Order laid to reclassify the drug to Class B from 26 January
2009. The government believes that cannabis is a harmful drug and poses a real risk to health of those who
use it. The stronger strains, such as skunk, that now dominate the illegal UK cannabis market may increase
mental health problems, especially if young people start to use at an early age or "binge smoke".

Government announces more cash to tackle knife crime

The Government has announced that an extra £3 million is to be pumped into after-school police patrols in
knife hotspots in a bid to tackle youth crime. Home Secretary Jacqui Smith pledged the additional funding to
police in the ten areas taking part in the Tackling Knives Action Programme - TKAP (The Tackling Knives
Action Programme will run until March 2009 and is aiming to combat youth crime by combining tough
enforcement and more visible policing with greater education and prevention work).

The money will fund after-school patrols by police, dedicated police officers in schools and removing young
people from the streets at night to a place of safety.

The ten areas taking part are: London, Essex, Lancashire, West Yorkshire, Merseyside, West Midlands, Greater
Manchester, Nottinghamshire, South Wales and Thames Valley.
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Bus crime reduction pilots to be extended

Three pilot schemes have succeeded in reducing bus crime in London. Now the schemes are to be extended
across the capital. Safer Transport Teams in Croydon, Canning Town and Wood Green, known as Operation
Tyrol, have reduced crime on buses by up to a third, according to Transport for London. From May to August
bus-related crime in Croydon dropped 13 per cent, including a 16 per cent reduction in robberies and a 34 per
cent fall in crime. Following the success of the pilot schemes, the Safer Transport teams will be introduced
across London. The Met. now plans to deploy 440 new officers to form "hub teams" at 30 key locations across
London. Each team will consist of a sergeant; police constable and seven police community support officers.
The £11.3 million cost of the initiative is being primarily financed by Transport for London and the
Metropolitan Police Service.

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Total ban for sex soliciting and kerb-crawling

Following a six month review of measures to tackle prostitution in Sweden and the Netherlands, Home
Secretary Jacqui Smith announced in August a number of changes to tighten laws about soliciting for
prostitutes. They include; prosecuting kerb crawlers after their first offence, giving local councils and the
police powers to close down brothels for at least three months if prostitutes have been trafficked or are run
by a pimp and prosecuting men who pay for sex with women who are ~controlled for another person's gain'.

‘Locking up or giving up’- is custody for children always the right answer? - new report by Barnardo’s

A report by Barnardo's about the use of custody for children in England and Wales argues that more children
are being locked up for more minor offences than in the past. Barnardo’s report found that only 104 of the
572 10 -14 year olds in custody have committed grave or violent offences and calls for sentencing thresholds
to be changed. The report is critical that only 5% of the Youth Justice Board's budget is spent on prevention
work.

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‘Young people and territoriality in British cities’ -Joseph Rowntree Foundation publishes new report

This new research, published today by the Joseph Rowntree Foundation explores territorial behaviour among
young people in disadvantaged areas of British cities, focussing on understanding territoriality in its own right.
The report examines:

What territoriality is, how it is experienced by young people and who is involved
The origins of territoriality in disadvantaged places

The impacts of territoriality on young people’s lives

The range of projects which aim to deter or counteract territorial behaviour

The public policy implications of recognising territoriality as an important social force in
disadvantaged places.

Territoriality among young people has been identified in some previous studies as a source of social exclusion
and disadvantage and as one of the roots of gang behaviour. It has also begun to be recognised by policy-
makers working to improve young people’s life chances and to promote safer communities.
